From what I can see, He certainly seems to have no 

problem with His children questioning Him in many different areas when they 

pray. God understands our anger, frustrations, sadness, disappointments, and 

confusion over some of the things He has done or that He has allowed to happen.

However, I believe if we stay in this condition of questioning God about the 

same things over and over, it can turn to something that displeases God.

    God wants us to seek Him for guidance, wisdom, and understanding in all

areas of our lives. Questions are sometimes a part of this. Pretty much every

single major person in the Bible questioned God about something at one time or 

another. I think the best way to answer this question is simply to look at some 

of the questions these people in the Bible asked. It gives me comfort, and maybe 

it will comfort you as well, to see them asking many of the same questions that 

we ask today.
