Last week we discussed charting our destiny using fixed points of light.  When trying to find direction, don’t look to changeable things, instead, look to the unchangeable!

As Christians our Primary Fixed point of Light is the Word of God. His Word is “settled in Heaven” and is not simply a cold hard list of rules. The Word is “God breathed and useful for “showing us truth, exposing our rebellion, correcting our mistakes, training us to live God's way.” It is meant to be a light to our path and not an edict of doom.
Q- The Word of God is so important!  Yet a lot of Christians are not interested in it? How can this be?

Q- Christianity has so many denominations/fractions/and splinters.  If we all follow the same unchanging Word… why is there all this fall out.  
It’s amazing that this issue (like all issues) is addressed in the Word.  This is a “man” problem and not a God problem.  It is a problem that the new testament church dealt with and so must we. Check out how Paul felt about this issue in Philippians 1:15-21. (explain) We should also cheer on everyone preaching Christ!
The Word reveals God’s Plan.  John 1:1-5 Tells us about the Word.  The Greek translation for “Word” is Logos, which is defined as more than a spoken or written utterance, but a thought, a reasoning, and a motive.  In the beginning was the Plan… The Plan was with God and was God… V. 14 - The Plan became Flesh.
Q- Jesus… who is He to you?    … What does John Chapter 1 say about “The Word?”
Q- Jesus did miracles back then… but He isn’t walking on the Earth. Why should we talk about Him…

Q- Has learning about Jesus helped you find direction for your life?  How so?

God’s plan of redeeming and saving all humanity is found in the Word.  The Word… The Plan is personified as Jesus, our Savior.  Who Jesus is, His Purpose and Position is a Fixed Point of Light after all… Jesus is the same yesterday, today, and forever. (Hebrews 13:8)
Q- Jesus the only way to the Father… does that mean what I think it means…?

Q- As Christians how should we best handle this subject in a politically correct culture? Any Advice?
Jesus is the most known figure in human history.  There are many different thoughts and opinions on Jesus.  Some think He was simply a good man and a good teacher.  Some go further and say he was a true Prophet.  Some say he was an Angel. Some say he never existed, some say he existed but all the stories are fabrications.  The Word of God is clear regarding to who Jesus is.
The Disciple Peter came to Jesus and told Him, ‘Some people say you are Elijah, some Jeremiah, some John the Baptist… Jesus stopped Peter and asked Him ‘Who do you say that I am?’ Peter answered ‘You are the Christ the Son of the Living God.’ Jesus told Peter that man had not revealed that to him but the Father.
