Our Spiritual armor keeps us strong in battle and uninjured by the enemy and his evil weapons. In His Sermon on the Mount Jesus spoke of the peacemaker and said that he would be called the child of God.  This means that every Christian should be first and foremost full of peace. He demonstrated so perfectly the way we should stand, walk and face life’s problems.

It is best to seek out the peace of God which passes all understanding, for Jesus is the Prince of Peace and in him there is no need to panic.  Offer all situations to the Lord and know that he will give “supply all your needs.”
