You may have noticed… our generation is kinda busy.  School, day jobs, email, meetings, phone calls, errands, shopping, cleaning house, tending the yard, paying bills…  Lost in this ‘super highway’ stream of stress is something very simple and elementary, but very essential.


Relationships. We start our day with to do lists filled with tasks.  Our lifestyles have put relationships at the bottom of priority lists.  Left in the wreckage lies divorce, bitterness, unforgiveness, loneliness, depression, suicide, and unhappy people.

Adam had God and the Garden of Eden, but it wasn’t enough. He longed for an Eve.  As we look in other bible stories, we see that… David needed Jonathan, Ruth needed Naomi, Jesus needed the 12.  We need Friends!

In the book of Numbers we read about Moses talking to Hobab his brother-in-law.  Moses convinced Hobab to continue in the journey by simply saying ‘I need you… we all need you.” Hobab felt out of place as a non-jew, but Moses validated who he was and kept his friendship.
Moses realized his need for a friend like Hobab.  We will do the same by focusing as a small group on the importance of the relationships around us. 

Discussion:  

1. What is a friend… how are they made?    (Proverbs 18:24)
2. Do we need friends?  Talk about a time you really needed a friend…
3.  A person can know many people, but have few friends…  Do you agree? Why?
4. Some people in this room may soon be dealing with moving from their home, family, and friends.  This can be difficult and lonely.  Share some advice… 
5. Can we lead someone to the truth we have in Jesus without first being their friend?
6. {Internal Question} Are you a good friend?  Are you aware of those around you and willing to step in as a friend? (pray)
Vision:  View people differently!  Be a better friend!  Make new friends!  Let your friends know that they are appreciated and needed.
