Isn’t Death wonderful? Death is pretty awesome.  You know what else is cool…? Being buried.  6 feet under! Yeah, Burial is great. Death and Burial is the ballinest thing ever.
Ok, talk of death & burial sounds a bit morbid and uncomfortable… But it is essential to the life of Jesus.  Easter will be celebrated this Sunday.  Easter is the day of the Resurrection, but there can’t be a Resurrection without a death and a burial.

Paul tells us that we should know Him in the power of His Resurrection, Share in His suffering, and conform to His death.  It’s easy to be enthusiastic about resurrection… but who wants to die, and who wants suffering?  
Death came through one man… Adam.  Resurrection comes through one man… Jesus.  Paul refers to the first Adam and the Last Adam, and in 1 Cor 15:45-46,  sets up a spiritual principle: Natural comes before Spiritual. You are born… before you are born again… 
If we want the Spiritual Birth, if we want a Spiritual Resurrection… we must first do the natural.  Natural comes before spiritual.  Repentance is a natural we must do…
1. What is Repentance? {To Turn from Sin and towards God – feel sorry and want to change - Death to sin}
Baptism is a natural we must do…  

2. What is baptism? {Burial with Jesus, Remission and cleansing of Sin}

Romans 6:4-5 “We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life.” 

The natural signs of Death and Burial are found in Jesus as well as the spiritual sign of Resurrection.
In our lives we need the natural signs of Death through repentance, Burial through baptism, and God will give us the Spiritual sign of Resurrection through His Spirit.
