Fixed Points of Light - Pt 6 (Burial & Resurrection)

Last time we met and discussed the death of Jesus.  We understand that our lives should carry the marks of Jesus… even His death.  We do this through Repentance.  
It is a fixed point of light that Jesus died, was buried, and was resurrected. It is a tenant of our faith. If it falls through… everything falls!  Paul tells us in 1 Cor. 15 that our faith is futile if there is no resurrection, and that hope in Christ must go beyond this present world… or else we are to be pitied more than all men.
We aren’t just supposed to believe that a resurrection happened… we are to experience our own resurrection.  Like Jesus, something should happen after our death of repentance.  There should be a burial and a resurrection.  The apostle Paul tells us that if we are Buried with Jesus in baptism, we will rise to walk in a new life!

Baptism is more than just a physical act. It is spiritual.  Baptism is fulfilling what Jesus spoke of in John 3 when He said you must be born again of water and Spirit. 

Acts 2:38 Peter commands that if we “repent and be baptized in Jesus name… we shall receive the Gift of the Holy Ghost.” He continues that it is a “promise… to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall Call!”  
The Holy Spirit/Holy Ghost infilling is also God’s plan for us. The Holy Spirit is that Spirit we read about in Romans 8:11.  It will resurrect us just as Jesus himself was resurrected.

5. Vision:  The Death, Burial and Resurrection are fixed Points!  They are typified in our lives through Repentance, Baptism, and the Spirit infilling.

Philippians 3:10-11

10 I want to know Christ and the power of his resurrection and the fellowship of sharing in his sufferings, becoming like him in his death, 

11 and so, somehow, to attain to the resurrection from the dead.

Romans 6:4-6

4We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. 

 5If we have been united with him like this in his death, we will certainly also be united with him in his resurrection. 6For we know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin—

1 Corinthians 15:12-22

 12But if it is preached that Christ has been raised from the dead, how can some of you say that there is no resurrection of the dead? 13If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been raised. 14And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith. 15More than that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have testified about God that he raised Christ from the dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are not raised. 16For if the dead are not raised, then Christ has not been raised either. 17And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins. 18Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost. 19If only for this life we have hope in Christ, we are to be pitied more than all men.
20But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen asleep. 21For since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead comes also through a man. 22For as in Adam all die, so in Christ all will be made alive.
