It would be a terrible mistake for a farmer to attach two different kinds of animals to the same cart.  A horse shouldn’t be “yoked” with an ox or even a donkey. These animals have different strengths, sizes, speeds, and temperaments… It would cause more damage than good…
This is the backdrop that Paul gives in his writings of 2 Cor 6. The difference being he wasn’t referring to the animal kingdom… rather believers and unbelievers.  Paul was very adamant when it came to the subject of fellowship between “light and darkness.”
#1 If Christianity is all about love… then why are we to resist unbelievers?

“Come out from among ‘them’” – Who is the them?
 It’s found in Isaiah 52…
Israel was in captivity. The Assyrians had come in… with their rule they had brought false idols.  Israel had taken up Assyrian idol worship… God spoke by his Prophet Isaiah that they should come out of such worship and be the Holy Nation of Jehovah.

#2 As Christians we are to “come out” from among them… How far are we to take that?  The Amish take their families and move away from the cities and live in small closed communities as a way to come out… Is this was God wants?


Where do we draw the line?
#3 Does this mean we can’t have a relationship with unbelievers?


(No look at Jesus!)

Jesus chargers believers TO “Go into all the world!”  So which is it… Go in or Come out?
