Read Scripture  
Worship is a verb. It’s something you do… but more than that it’s what you were created to do. This is what we talked about last week. 
When the word worship is evoked we get different pictures running through our heads.

#1 Describe the picture that goes through your head when you think of worship.

Being natural creatures we gravitate to natural, physical, can be touched, can be seen definitions.  So it is with worship. Our minds drift to outward external signs of worship, but as with all things, what lies in our heart flows outward. (Luke 6:45)  We can discuss outward signs of worship we find in the bible all day long… but if worship isn’t in our heart it lacks sincerity.

#2 Talk about a time you did something but your heart wasn’t in it. How did that make you feel? 


[ex. You talked to someone you can’t stand… but you acted like they were your fav.] 
God knows when our hearts aren’t in it. Jesus had very strong words in Matthew 15:8-9. In the NIV He calls the religious Pharisees “Hypocrites” and says they “draw near to me with their mouth and honor me with their lips… but their heart is far from me.”  He saw through their words and actions… He sees the heart.  
#3 The bible tells us how can we see someone’s heart.  How?



[Luke 12:34 - For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.]
Worship is really a heart issue… a treasure issue. Not everyone worships God because not everyone treasures God.
We need to treasure God and everything that’s connected to God. We need to marvel like Paul did in Romans 11:33.  We need to be overwhelmed and confess He is “way over our heads.” He is unexplainable! Everything comes from Him, Happens through Him… ends up with Him.

 1-2 So here's what I want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, ordinary life—your sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around life—and place it before God as an offering. Embracing what God does for you is the best thing you can do for him. 
Don't become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from the inside out. Readily recognize what he wants from you, and quickly respond to it. Unlike the culture around you, always dragging you down to its level of immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops well-formed maturity in you.
