Read Scripture  
Romans 1 tells us… Take your everyday, ordinary life—your sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around life—and place it before God as an offering. Embracing what God does for you is the best thing you can do for him.

Fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from the inside out. Readily recognize what he wants from you, and quickly respond to it.

#1 How have you been changed through worship?

Paul tells us as we place our attention… our worship on God… We will be changed.  In fact he tells us to “readily recognize what He wants from you.”  (Let’s say the CHANGE God wants from us.)  Quickly respond to the change God wants from us.

The closer we get to Christ the more we see how we don’t measure up. So get ready… as you worship you draw near to God, and He draws near to you… you will see areas of your life that need to change.

In Matthew 5 Jesus tells us “, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has something against you, 24leave your gift there in front of the altar. First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift.”
God puts a high premium on getting things right.  Make no mistake about it, being reconciled to your brother is more important than offering your gift.  Whatever change God is wanting us to make is more important than offering our gift. REMEMBER: Readily recognize the change God wants… Quickly respond.

#2 We all have needed to make changes (and still have some we need to make)… Share about a time God dealt with you to get something right.

#3 How do you bless the Lord AT ALL TIMES? Isn’t that kind of impossible?
This is where worship becomes so much more than a hand raising action, or a tearful melody, or an exuberant dance. Those things are well and good and very scriptural. What we need to understand is – Worship is not 1 thing you do… It’s everything you do. It becomes a way of lifestyle. It’s taking your ordinary life… (Romans 12:1) and offering it to God.  Your lungs expanding becomes worship! (Psalm 34)
When you are at the store, buying strawberry poptarts… if you have a right heart, thinking right thoughts… it’s worship. When you are at your job honoring your boss and those you work with… guess what? – It’s worship! When someone says something NASTY to you but you respond with a right Spirit – That’s worship.

#4 [Internal] Is there something you need to change? Is there something God is dealing with you about?

Romans 12:1-2  (The Message)

 1-2 So here's what I want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, ordinary life—your sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around life—and place it before God as an offering. Embracing what God does for you is the best thing you can do for him. 

Don't become so well-adjusted to your culture that you fit into it without even thinking. Instead, fix your attention on God. You'll be changed from the inside out. Readily recognize what he wants from you, and quickly respond to it. Unlike the culture around you, always dragging you down to its level of immaturity, God brings the best out of you, develops well-formed maturity in you.
