Last week we focused on this scripture “Remember that God, your God, gave you the strength to produce all this wealth…” (Deuteronomy 8:18)  It is God that gives us the ability to produce wealth, and it would be stupid to fall in love with money. Remember “The love of money is the _________? (Root of all evil)  To fall in love with money is to love the gift more than the giver.
#1 If we have the ability to produce wealth, then why do we struggle financially?
Well sometimes bad things happen that cause money trouble… Your car breaks down, bad health and hospital visits, you get robbed, you lose your job, there’s a recession and the whole economy gets thrown on its head…  while these things can happen and would affect anyone, we must be honest. Sometimes we struggle because we mis-manage our money.   
#2 What does Luke 16:11 tell us about mis-managing our money? (What does this scripture mean?) (What are true riches?)
It’s important that we are trustworthy with our money. If we can’t handle worldly wealth how can God entrust with greater things…?  We do know there are greater things than money… right?  

#3 How can we be trustworthy with our money?
Tithe, Don’t spend beyond your means, Save, Invest, Give, Pay your debts…
Debt is a terrible problem. One poll reports, 71% of Americans say the pressure of debt has led to an unhappy home life. Debt is the leading cause of divorce!  Not falling out of love or improprieties… debt! 
#4 So many people are in debt. More people than ever are declaring bankruptcy and having their houses foreclosed and their belongings re-possessed.  Why is this such a huge problem?What makes it so easy to get into debt?
The bible talks about debt.  It tells us to pay our debts.  It tells us to forgive others their debts if they can’t pay them.  It warns us that “the borrower is servant to the lender.” You are literally a slave to your credit card company!  When you borrow, the lender becomes your ruler.

#5 Is it worth it?  Becoming a slave to purchase something you can’t afford?
