There are some great miracles in the Bible.  Miracles that blow away anything Hollywood has ever been able to create.  Miracles that astound and confound….
#1 Name some Miracles that take place in the Bible.  (Red Sea, Mana from Heaven, Jericho, Dead raised, Healings)

There is no shortage of miracles in the Bible.  The Blind are healed, the dead are raised, armies outnumbered 1000 to 1 win the battle… It’s amazing to think about these awesome miracles that God has done.
#2 Do miracles still happen?  (YES!)
A. How do you know?

#3 A lot of people, even some Christians, believe that the day of God’s miracles is over and done.  Why do they think this?
Some Christians mis-interpret a Scripture in 1 Corinthians 13 to believe Prophecy, tongues and other spiritual gifts have ceased.  This is a classic example of ignoring context… The entire 13th Chapter is about Love and the importance and pre-imminence of Love.  Love will continue on in Heaven, whereas there will be no healing in heaven because there is no sickness there, there will be no prophecy or tongues in heaven because all will be revealed to us in heaven.  It doesn’t mean healings and other miracles have ceased here on earth.
Mark 16 says that Signs/Mriacle should follow Believers.  We shouldn’t be surprised when miracles happen, they are suppose to be following us.

God is still working miracles!  We want you to know that!  We also want you to know that God wants to work miracles in your life.

#4 Do we do a good job of spreading word about the miracles around us?

Perhaps people don’t believe in miracles because we haven’t exposed them to the miracles in our lives.
#5 Tell us about a miracle God had done.
