Champion 4 – Known, Remembered, Beloved ONLINE

SCRIPTURE READ
Welcome back to our Champion series. Week 1 we talked about God’s definition of “winning.” Week 2 we told you that God has chosen you to be a champion. Last week we talked about fear, and how we ought to respect God more than the giants in our lives. Tonight we will talk about being forgotten.
Q- Who won the World Series in 1942? Q- Who won the Super Bowl in 1970? Q- Who won the NBA Finals in 2008? 
Even if you are not a sports fan, we hope that you will agree winning a championship is a big deal. Achievement & excellence are something worth celebrating and desiring in our lives. The St Louis Cardinals won the World Series in 42. The Kansas City Chiefs won the Super Bowl in 1970. The Boston Celtics were NBA Champs in 2008. Q- Was their accomplishment of being a world champion diminished because you did not remember them? Explain.
David became a champion, but even he was forgotten. We read some scripture passages from 1 Samuel 16-18 where David interacts with king Saul. Q- Does anything stand out to you as the scripture progresses? Is David forgotten?
David goes from unknown, to a known servant of Saul in chapter 16. In the next chapter David goes to fight Goliath and David is completely forgotten by Saul. Then, the next day in Chapter 18 David becomes Saul’s enemy. We see Saul attempt to kill David. Q- Why do you think David is forgotten by Saul?  Q- Why do you think Saul treats David as an enemy? Q- Does the action of king Saul diminish the accomplishments of David? What do you think?
David was the skilled servant who comforted the king when he really needed it. David was the warrior who brought Saul victory over Philistia. David’s accomplishments stand on their own. Saul’s actions do not diminish David’s accomplishments, but it certainly is no way to treat his servant, David. Q- What do you think is worse, being unknown, being forgotten, or being hated? 

We don’t know what is worse, but we do know that we should want more in life than being unknown, forgotten, or hated. Q- Have you ever been unknown, forgotten, or hated? Share how you dealt with that.

Q- Do you think you and your accomplishments are diminished because of the actions of others?
David was unknown to Saul, but Scripture says God knew David’s heart. David was known and we believe you are too. Saul forgot who his servant David was, but God had not forgotten. God even makes the declaration that David’s throne will never be forgotten. David is remembered and we believe God remembers you also. Saul hated David, but God loved David. In fact, the name David means “Beloved.” We believe you and David are beloved. 
David faced a more difficult situation with Saul than he did when he faced Goliath. David kept going and didn’t give up. David kept praising God and living by faith. David even kept serving his earthly king as he honored his Heavenly King. 
Internal Q- Do you feel unknown, forgotten, or hated? Do you believe that the actions of others will not diminish who you are, what you do, and most importantly, how God feels about you? 
VISION- You are known, remembered, and beloved by God.

1 Samuel 16:14, 17-23 Now the Spirit of the Lord had departed from Saul, and an evil spirit from the Lord tormented him. 17 So Saul said to his attendants, “Find someone who plays (music) well and bring him to me.” 18 One of the servants answered, “I have seen a son of Jesse of Bethlehem who knows how to play the lyre. He is a brave man and a warrior. He speaks well and is a fine-looking man. And the Lord is with him.”
19 Then Saul sent messengers to Jesse and said, “Send me your son David, who is with the sheep.” 20 So Jesse took a donkey loaded with bread, a skin of wine and a young goat and sent them with his son David to Saul. 21 David came to Saul and entered his service. Saul liked him very much, and David became one of his armor-bearers. 22 Then Saul sent word to Jesse, saying, “Allow David to remain in my service, for I am pleased with him.” 23 Whenever the spirit from God came on Saul, David would take up his lyre and play. Then relief would come to Saul; he would feel better, and the evil spirit would leave him.
1 Samuel 17:55-58 55 As Saul watched David going out to meet the Philistine, he said to Abner, commander of the army, “Abner, whose son is that young man?” Abner replied, “As surely as you live, Your Majesty, I don’t know.” 56 The king said, “Find out whose son this young man is.” 57 As soon as David returned from killing the Philistine, Abner took him and brought him before Saul, with David still holding the Philistine’s head. 58 “Whose son are you, young man?” Saul asked him. David said, “I am the son of your servant Jesse of Bethlehem.”
1 Samuel 18:10-11 10 The next day an evil spirit from God came forcefully on Saul. He was prophesying in his house, while David was playing the lyre, as he usually did. Saul had a spear in his hand 11 and he hurled it, saying to himself, “I’ll pin David to the wall.” But David eluded him twice.
