Cornerstone Verses – John 1 – Jesus is God

Read Scripture  
We need to know Jesus. This can’t be stated strongly enough. We need to know Jesus! We need to know about Him. We need to learn who He is. We need to know Him personally.

We need to know Jesus, but there is a lot to know ABOUT Jesus. One way we come to know Jesus is by reading God’s Word, the Bible, but have you ever noticed the Bible is a big book. It can feel like an overwhelming task to study scripture. We believe all scripture is worth studying, but we would like to simplify and clarify who Jesus is  by looking at a few simple verses. Over the next weeks we will be looking at short passages from the Bible that give us foundational understanding on Jesus Christ. We will call these verses cornerstone verses.
Our Scripture tonight was John 1:1 & 14. Q- What does John 1:1 teach us about Jesus?(see where the convo goes)

Jesus is THE WORD. Q- What does it mean for Jesus to be the Word?
John chose an important Greek word for the description of Jesus as THE WORD. Q- What is the Greek word John uses for “THE WORD” and help us define it. (The definition is located on our scripture page)
John used the word LOGOS in defining Jesus to us. Jesus is the “divine reason or plan.” Logos is the root for the English word “logic.” In the beginning was… God’s plan, God’s idea…  Q- Is it important for the logos to be IN THE BEGINNING? Why? (Jesus is not an after-thought. Jesus is not the idea God came up with after humanity failed.  Jesus is the plan from the very beginning. God always planned to have a face to face relationship with us)

The plan, the Word, the Logos, was with God. We understand what it is like to have a plan “with” us. But we see the scripture go further and declare that the plan, the Word, the Logos WAS God. This is a declaration that Jesus, the Word, is God. 
Q- Was Jesus a good man, or was he something more? What do you think and why?
Q- What does verse 14 tell us about THE WORD? (The Logos/Word became flesh and dwelt among us)
You should be glad that God had a Logos plan. But it should floor you that the plan wasn’t just to send someone else; the plan was for God to come Himself.  Q- What does it mean to you that God came to us in the flesh?
The same WORD who was in the beginning, who was with God and was God, became flesh and dwelt among us. Jesus is the Word made flesh. The Word was made flesh and born in a manger, walked dusty streets and healed the sick, fed the hungry and spoke the truth, was hung on a cross and spilt His blood, was buried in a tomb, and rose from the dead on the 3rd day.  Jesus is more than just a good man. Jesus is the Word and the Word is God! Jesus is God come in the flesh. When you see Jesus, you are seeing God in flesh.

Right now you might be realizing this for the first time. We praise God to be able share the Truth that Jesus is God with you. We believe this Truth will change your life and reveal God’s love in a fuller way. It is likely that in this room are people that have already known this truth. We are glad you know this Truth, but we also want to make sure that this Truth is still changing your life and revealing God’s love for you. There is something wrong if you hear this truth and yawn and say “yeah I know that.” We challenge you to let this revelation stir your heart for the Word, the Logos, Jesus Christ, our savior AND GOD!
Internal Q:  Do you know that God loves you so much that he came in the flesh? One day you can have a face to face encounter with God in the face of Jesus. Is this revelation stirring your heart? Have you ever shared this revelation? Make up your mind; “I am going to share this revelation!” {Prayer}
Vision: There is so much more we need to know about Jesus, but this was a great place to start. Jesus is the Word! And the Word is God!  #cornerstone

LOGOS (lah-gahs) is the Greek word for THE WORD in John 1. A Greek philosopher named Heraclitus first used the term Logos around 600 B.C. to designate the divine reason or plan which coordinates a changing universe.
