Read Scripture  
We are looking at cornerstone verses about Jesus to give a foundational understanding on Jesus Christ. John 1:1, John 3:16, and Ephesians 1:7 are small verses that carry a great deal of revelation & theological knowledge. The verses we studied were written after Jesus walked the earth. We find them in the New Testament, but tonight’s scripture about Jesus is actually written before His birth. It is found in the Old Testament.
It is good to understand the New & Old Testaments are both the Word of God. We also need to remember that all scripture testifies of Jesus. Jesus actually said this in John 5:39. So a simple way to think about the Old Testament is that it pointed forward to the coming of Jesus. And then then the New Testament simply points backwards to declare Jesus did come to us. Q- Any questions about the Old & New Testaments?

Q- Is there anything you find important in tonight’s verses? Let’s hear it.

Isaiah chapter 53 is an example of Messianic prophecy. God promised through the voice of the prophet Isaiah that a savior was going to come. There are many prophetic scripture in the Old Testament that pointed ahead in time, to the moment Jesus would come to Earth. The book of Isaiah was written the 700s BC. That means the prophecy we just read was written over 700 years before the birth of Jesus. Q- Why do you think God sent prophecy about Jesus ahead of time? Can we think of some benefits of messianic prophecy?
We have scriptures in the New Testament where God announced the coming of His son. For example, this happened when Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist. We have New Testament scriptures where numerous people testified of Jesus’ power before and after the crucifixion. But these scriptures written in the Old Testament reveal the identity and power of Jesus the Messiah to everyone. It reveals to the people in the time of the writing that Jesus is coming. Don’t miss Him. It revealed what to look for so that you would recognize Jesus at the time of his coming. It again underlined the idea that He is coming. Don’t miss Him. And we in the 21st century, it speaks to us as well. We see both the prophecy and the fulfillment so that we can know Jesus did come and to make sure we don’t miss Him.
If these prophecies are left unfulfilled then it means the Messiah has not come. Q- Our verses in Isaiah 53 reveal some things that Jesus will do that will really benefit us. Let’s name those benefits in Isaiah 53:4-6. Q- Are we to believe that Jesus STILL does these things today?  (Yes)
A prophecy left unfilled means that messiah has not come. It is prophesied that Messiah took your pain and bore your suffering. Has this prophesy been fulfilled? Q- Can someone in this room testify of a time the Messiah took your pain & suffering?
Q- Can someone in this room testify of a time Messiah took your guilt, or gave you peace, or healed you?

A prophecy left unfilled means that messiah has not come. But a prophecy fulfilled means that He has come. Every time you surrender pain and suffering to Jesus, it shows that Jesus came and you did not miss Him. Every time he takes your guilt, brings you peace, and heals you, it shows that Jesus came and you did not miss Him.

Jesus came to Earth around 3 AD and lived for 33 years. During that span He absolutely forgave sin, healed the broken, took away guilt, pain and suffering, and brought peace. He came, but for us in this room, are we missing Him? Unless we are receiving these same works of Jesus today, we are missing Him. Jesus came. Don’t miss Him.
Internal Q:  Are you experiencing pain and suffering right now? Prophecy says He has taken it. Do you need forgiveness, peace or healing? Will you let Jesus fulfill His promise? Have you been missing Him? Do you believe that He will do everything He promised He would do?   {Prayer}
