Read Scripture  
We need to know Jesus Christ. There is nothing more important than KNOWING Jesus. Yet, there is soo much to know about Him. Over the last weeks we have looked at cornerstone verses from scripture that give us a foundational understanding of our savior. Q- What were our 7 previous verses and what did they reveal. Let’s take some time reviewing. (John 1:1, John 3:16, Ephesians 1:7, 2 Cor 5:21, 1 Peter 3:19, Isaiah 53:4-6, Acts 1:6-11) {If we don’t remember a verse… let’s look it up and read it} 
The truth is that this cornerstone series could go on forever. There is always something new & important to learn about our Jesus. John 21:25 says “Jesus did many other things as well. If every one of them were written down, I suppose that even the whole world would not have room for the books that would be written.” Our study is meant as a beginning framework and not a finished product. We want to encourage you to continue studying the Word for more cornerstone truth. He will reveal Truth, if we will search for Him.
On this final discussion we gave you two amazing passages… because we bring ourselves to leave either of them out. Let’s discuss our scriptures. Q- What stands out to you in Hebrews 13:8? Q- What stands out to you in Revelation 1:17-18?  Q- What do these verses teach us about Jesus?
There is no way around it. These verses declare that Jesus is not effected by time. Jesus never changes. He is the same. Jesus is the first & the last. In other words, nothing exists before Him, and nothing after Him. Q- Compare this unchanging Jesus to a world that constantly ages and deteriorates.  

Everything in this world ages and deteriorates. The very things that occupy all our time, dreaming & working towards, will one day be gone. EVERYTHING, outside of Jesus, will change. Q- Can anyone testify of how Jesus has been their constant? Testify.
The warning “Don’t be carried away by strange teaching” still applies to us today.  Because Jesus is unchanging… don’t let someone tell you any different! Don’t let someone say His love towards you is different… his power is different… or His Truth is evolving. Jesus is the Same!

Q- What happened when John saw Jesus in Revelation 1? (He fell at his feet as though dead)  Q- Are we perhaps too casual with Jesus? What do you think?
John had seen Jesus many times. The more we see each other, the more casual we become towards each other. Yet when John saw Jesus in this moment, it was like no other moment. This is not meant to make us scared of Jesus... After all Jesus tells John “Do not be afraid.” It is meant to remind us that Jesus is like no one else. Jesus is God Almighty! He says “I am the living one. I was dead, and now look, I am alive for ever and ever! And I hold the keys of death and Hades.”

In a world full of change, Jesus is the same. In a world where things age & deteriorate, Jesus’ power is constant. In a world where people don’t always feel the same about you, Jesus has always loved you. In a world where things die, our Jesus, died on a cross, but now look! He is alive forever with the keys of death & hades. 

Q- Be transparent. Is there an area of your life that needs this unchanging Jesus? Let’s invite Him into our life tonight.
Internal Q:  Are you ready for Jesus to be your constant? Do you believe His power and love are unchanged? Will you make Jesus your FIRST & LAST? Do you trust Him? What is stopping you from surrendering your life to the Living One?   {Prayer}
Vision: Jesus is the same! Jesus the First & Last!   #cornerstone
