Jargon 4 – Pray/Amen

EDIFICATION:  
Here we are at week 4, and I have been praying that this jargon series will go well. I have also prayed for some sick people, and I have prayed for blessings in my life. We pray for a lot of reasons and for a lot of stuff.
Q- What is something you have prayed for or about this week?

It sounds like you have a pretty good handle on what to pray for; but
Q- What does the word pray mean to you?

The Hebrew word, paw-lal’, in our scriptures tonight that is translated to pray has more than one definition. In the context we are reading it means to make supplication, which according to Google means to ask or beg for something earnestly or humbly. The Greek word, pros-yoo'-khom-ahee means basically the same thing but with worship included in the definition. 
Q: Is there a wrong way to pray, and if so what is it? (Matt 6:5)
Matthew 6:5 is telling us that praying with the motive of others seeing us and recognizing our spirituality is incorrect. If it is a private moment with God that you seek, you should seek it in private.

Q: Should you only pray for those that do good things to you? (Luke 6:28)
Many people say Amen at the end of their prayers, and many people say Amen when the preacher says something really good. 

Q: What do you think the word Amen means?

It is an affirmation of truth,or a way of saying so be it. When you ask for something in Jesus’ name you are declaring in faith that you want it to be done when you say Amen. Then it is no longer in your hands, but in God’s hands to decide whether or not to answer your prayer. Also when you shout Amen when the preacher hits a really good point you are affirming that 
it is truth that he is speaking. You make yourself witness that the truth has just been spoken. 
Q: Have you ever been asked to confirm that someone was telling the truth?
You may have heard a preacher say, “Can I get a witness” or “Can I get an amen?” The preacher is simply asking the congregation to confirm that he is telling the truth, and it is important to know whether or not it is truth before responding; a good reason to read your bible regularly.
Internal Q: Do you pray? Do you pray without ceasing? Are you prepared to pray for those that don’t always have the best of intentions? Are you ready for the word amen to be more than just the period at the end of your prayers, but an affirmation of truth? Are you willing to affirm the truth of others by saying amen when the truth is spoken?

Strong’s Concordance- Hebrew paw-lal': A primitive root; to judge (officially or mentally); by extension to intercede, pray: - intreat, judge (-ment), (make) pray (-er, -ing), make supplication.
Strong’s Concordance- Greek pros-yoo'-khom-ahee: to pray to God, that is, supplicate, worship: - pray
Strong’s Concordance- Hebrew aw-mane': sure; abstractly faithfulness; adverbially truly: - Amen, so be it, truth.

Strong’s Concordance- Greek am-ane': properly firm, that is, (figuratively) trustworthy; adverbially surely (often as interjection so be it): - amen, verily.
