EDIFICATION:  
On January 1st people will start making new year’s resolutions. These will be decisions to bring much needed change into our lives. Q- What are some common resolutions we make? Q- Why do we wait until the beginning of the year to get around to making decisions to change?  
Let’s bring change into our life now!  ..But before we bring change into our life we have to admit that we need change. In Mark 2 the Pharisees asked Jesus why he would eat with (dishonest) tax collectors and sinners.  Q- What was Jesus’ response?  Q-How does this response speak to the subject of admitting we need change?
The Pharisees stood in the presence of the savior, the healer, the source of all wisdom and power, the God of Abraham, the creator of the world… yet they left this encounter unchanged. The Pharisees did not think they needed change.. They thought they were healthy and did not need this healer named Jesus. They thought they were righteous already, so they did not answer Jesus’ call to sinners.
Like the Pharisees, until we admit our need to change, we will never change.

Q- This world is a lot like a piece of technology that no longer works. Do you agree? Why or why not? 

It is not like a virus that has entered our computer and caused errors or caused the entire system to shut down. Q- Romans 5:12 points us to the entry point of such a virus. What is it? (Sin & Death)
Q- Since sin and death have their entry point in the man Adam, what is the entry point for righteousness & life? (1 Cor 15:45 & 2 Cor 5:20-21)  Q- Can we explain what the last term LAST ADAM means? 
The 1st Adam had one nature - that of a human. The 1st Adam fell into sin and death came to the rest of humanity. The Last Adam is the Lord Jesus.  He is the last man to be without a fallen sin nature. His nature was both human and divine. He was the second man - the man from heaven. As the God-man only He could be the suitable sacrifice for the sins of the world. The Bible says that Jesus offered Himself as the sacrifice for sin. Jesus is the life giving Spirit – He brings us to life. Q- Why is it important that Jesus is the LAST Adam as opposed to the next or 2nd Adam?
The word LAST shows the finality that we have in Jesus. If he was the 2nd Adam, might we need a 3rd  or 4th Adam? Jesus ONCE & FOR ALL settled the account of sin. He is the reboot that mankind has been looking for. Jesus restores everything that the 1st Adam lost in the Garden of Eden.
Christ has come to restore, but this restoration comes through #1 admitting you need His restoration and #2 Faith in Jesus. Admission is essential. You must admit you are a sinner. You must confess your need. You must admit your life needs change, before you can ever improve your life. He has not come for the healthy… He has not called the righteous… 
Q- {Internal} Do you need Jesus to come and restore your life?  Is there an area of your life that you need to reboot? Are you ready to admit this? Will you in faith allow Jesus to restore your life? (Prayer)
