EDIFICATION:  
Welcome to Connect Group. We are in the 2nd week of the reboot series. In order to restart your life you need to have a plan. Q- What is life like without a plan? Q- Tell us about a plan of yours that succeeded.  Q- Does God help us with our plans? How? Q- Can we explain the promise of Proverbs 16:3?
We need to have a direction in life or else we will just drift aimlessly. God wants more for you than this. God wants to be a part of your plans. He wants to help you form your plan. He wants to help you fulfill your plan. He wants to establish your plan.
Q- Can you share your current plans? Is there an area of your life you are working on? And is there any way your connect group could help you?

The purpose of a plan is to see progress. Having a plan that does not bring progress is a failure. It can be very frustrating to work hard and not see progress. Q- Can anyone share stories about frustration in the area of progress? 
It is probably safe to say that none of us have experienced all the progress we would like. Progress is hard and it takes time. Progress often 2 steps forward and one step back. Sometimes our true progress is waiting on lessons that can only be learned through failure. Our internal growth, our moral character and discipline, have a lot to do with our progress.

Q- Does God have plans to progress us? Are there any scriptures that tell us this? [Jeremiah 29:11]  
Sometimes the difficulty we face is part of God’s plan. This is the surprising truth found in Jeremiah 29:10. Let’s read that verse again..  God’s plan is to exile Israel to the evil nation Babylon for 70 years. This was seen as a disaster. Solomon’s temple was destroyed. The kingship of David was uprooted. The promised-land and inheritance of Abraham was gone from the children of Israel. Yet we are told this is God’s plan to prosper and progress Israel. Q- Can we explain this?
Plans and progress don’t always look like we think they should. There is a time of process and perseverance in every plan. We don’t care for projects that are still in process, requiting patience and sustained effort. We like ribbon cutting ceremonies that announce the plan complete. The truth is that life has very few of those moments. In fact, in this world, there are some areas of your life that will never have a ribbon cutting ceremony. Q- Can we think of a few of those areas that we will never be done working towards completion? 
You will never be done working on your faith or your relationships in this life.  You will continue to strive to be more like Jesus every day, but you will only fully accomplish this when you see Jesus face to face. Discipline, self-mastery, and the flesh versus the Spirit battles, are continual wrestling matches. The plan & progress require process & perseverance. Q- Can you share a testimony about the process and perseverance?
Q- Let’s be transparent. Is there an area of your life that needs a plan right now? Admitting this is a great way to start towards the progress we need.
Q- {Internal} Are you lacking a plan? Are you lacking progress? Are you going through the process with perseverance? Do you want to see more growth in your life? Are you will to work for it with new energy and not stop until you see it accomplished? Will you commit to God right now and ask Him to establish your plan?
