Reboot 3 – Reboot Relationship

Thank you for being part of our Connect Group. We have spent the last few weeks talking about how we can reboot. Q- What does it mean to reboot? A reboot is like a restart. It is usually performed to fix a problem. “Reboot” was originally a computer term, but we can make a fresh start in many areas of life.
One area of life that sometimes needs to be rebooted is our relationships. We all have many relationships in our lives. A relationship is a connection and a way of interacting with another person. All of us have a relationship with each of the other people at this Connect Group tonight. Q- Why might we need to reboot a relationship? Q-What does it look like to reboot a relationship? [listen, spend time, admit mistakes, forgive]
Q- Why is forgiveness an important part of rebooting a relationship?
A reboot is an attempt to make a fresh start. Sometimes we say we, “got off on the wrong foot.” When we reboot a relationship we admit that something has gone wrong and we attempt to start over. When we reboot a relationship we often learn new things about the other person and begin to relate to them in a whole new way.

God wants us to have healthy relationships and “as far as it depends on you, live at peace with everyone.” So if there is a relationship in your life that has become strained or damaged consider how you can take steps to repair the relationship and make peace. Take action now. Forgive now. Begin to reboot now.

Q- Can our relationship with God ever get damaged? If so, how? [sin, complacency, pride]
When our relationship with God becomes damaged it can be rebooted. Q- What are some steps we can take to start to reboot our relationship with God? [pray, read the Bible, repent]
In Acts 2:38 Peter is actually telling the people in Jerusalem how they can reboot their relationship with God.

When we have fallen short or gotten off track, God wants to restore our relationship. Sometimes we need a reboot.

But this isn’t the only time our relationship with God can get rebooted.  God will frequently do new things in our life that can cause us to reexamine and sometimes reboot our relationship with Him. 
Q- Can we name some people from the Bible whose relationship with God got rebooted?
At times, God reboots our relationship to reveal new things about Himself and to help us grow in our faith. Our relationship with God may get rebooted several times over the course of our life. This isn’t a bad thing. Each reboot can be an opportunity to learn and move closer to God. Many of our scripture passages tonight come from moments where Peter’s relationship with God was rebooted. 
Q- Can we give them context? How was Peter’s relationship with God rebooted?
Matthew 16:15-16 Peter declares Jesus is LORD
Matthew 16:23 Peter called Satan for earthly focus
John 13:8 Peter resists being served by Jesus

John 21:15 Jesus reinstates Peter after his denial
Acts 2:38 Peter receives and preaches Holy Spirit
Acts 10:15 Gentiles receive the Holy Spirit 
Q- Can we think of any other times when Peter’s relationship with God was rebooted?

Our relationship with God is never really finished. There is always more to learn. We can always grow in our faith. Notice the passage from Acts 10: even after Peter had received the Holy Spirit and preached on Pentecost, his relationship with God could still be rebooted. And so can ours.

Q- Is anyone willing to share a time their relationship with God was rebooted?
God is always doing new things and giving us opportunities to grow in our faith. We should watch for those opportunities and embrace them, even if it means rebooting our relationship with God.
Q- {Internal} Has a relationship in your life become damaged? Are you willing to take action to repair it? Are you looking for opportunities to grow in your faith? Are you willing to reboot your relationship with God in order to grow in relationship with Him?
