Home Fellowship Treaching/Worship Service
Each Lay Pastor should tailor the actual Home Fellowship meeting to the individual needs and tastes of their own group.  Part of the Blast Off curriculum will provide each Lay Pastor several plans and options that can be used and modified.  Even though each Home Fellowship meeting is tailored to suit each particular group there will be some common elements.

· They should start with a crowd breaker.  A short activity designed to loosen the group up.  I have hundreds on file and hundreds more are readily available.

· Seating is in a circle, with an open chair to remind the group that evangelism is crucial.

· Corporate worship is essential.  There are many ways to accomplish this.  Reading of Psalms together, singing acapella or with sound tracks, or short praise reports from the group members.

· Prior to the teaching there should be a prayer time, petitioning God to let His Word penetrate the heart of every listener and affect positive change in them.

· The Sr. Pastor will do the teaching by video.  Abundant Life Church will provide study guides for each session.  Video should never be more then 20 –30 minutes.

· After the video the Lay Pastor will lead the group in a discussion of the material following a discussion guide provided.

· The meeting should be closed with corporate prayer that covers special prayer needs.

· Recommended time for the worship/teaching portion of the Home Fellowship meeting is 45 minutes to one hour.  

Some groups may wish to serve refreshments.  This is wonderful but refreshments should not be served until the teaching/ministry portion of the session is over.  

Children will be a part of every group.  The literature is not real clear concerning children.  Some groups include them in the regular session, other groups run a special curriculum for the kids in a separate room.  The only constant is that the kids should be part of a teaching/worship service.  I recommend we leave the issue of children up to each Lay Pastor and their group.  If they choose to run a separate curriculum the teacher and curriculum must be approved by the Sr. Pastor.
