A STRANGE CALL
Job 14:12-15
12 So man lieth down, and riseth not: till the heavens be no more, they shall not awake, nor be raised out of their sleep.

13 O that thou wouldest hide me in the grave, that thou wouldest keep me secret, until thy wrath be past, that thou wouldest appoint me a set time, and remember me!
14 If a man die, shall he live again? all the days of my appointed time will I wait, till my change come.
15 Thou shalt call, and I will answer thee: thou wilt have a desire to the work of thine hands.

You will one day be overwhelmed with the desire to reunite with the work of your hands and you will CALL for me. I will answer you.
Here Job is making reference to the fact that Adam (mankind) was formed of the dust of the ground. 

He is also referencing the fact that this fellowship with the work of his hands was lost when they were driven from paradise. 

Job declares that there will be a day when he will once again desire this communion, and he will call for me.
HOW PROPHETIC!!!

Centuries later The great apostle prophecys;

1 Thess 4:13-17

13 But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope.

14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him.

15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.

16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first:

17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.

I will answer you. And I will be called back to paradise. To the place where the tree of life grows along side the river of life, 

And God himself will wipe every tear from my eyes, there will be no more death, sorrow, crying or pain, all thing are passed away and everything will be new again.

We do not even know what the word “remember” means. It means to “not forget”. 

Isa 49:14-16

14 But Zion said, The LORD hath forsaken me, and my Lord hath forgotten me.

15 Can a woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have compassion on the son of her womb? yea, they may forget, yet will I not forget thee.

16 Behold, I have graven thee upon the palms of my hands; thy walls are continually before me

Because he remembers you, he will desire you and call out for you.

Will you hear his voice and answer him.

Where ever you are this mourning, he remembers you!
He will call for you, YOU MUST ANSWER HIM!

HOWEVER;
It is foolish to think that you will somehow magically answer his call at this time unless you are in the practice of hearing his voice and answering his call.

Romans 1:7

7 To all that be in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ.

Rom 8:28

28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.

1 Cor 1:9

9 God is faithful, by whom ye were called unto the fellowship of his Son Jesus Christ our Lord.

1 Cor 7:15

15 But if the unbelieving depart, let him depart. A brother or a sister is not under bondage in such cases: but God hath called us to peace.

Gal 1:6

6 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel:

Gal 5:13

13 For, brethren, ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another.

1 Thess 2:12

12 That ye would walk worthy of God, who hath called you unto his kingdom and glory.

1 Peter 2:9

9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light:

2 Peter 1:3

3 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

Revelation 19:9

9 And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God.
1 Thess 4:7

7 For God hath not called us unto uncleanness, but unto holiness.

Then will “my CHANGE come.

1 Cor 15:51-16:1

51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,
52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.

54 So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory.

55 O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?

56 The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law.

57 But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

58 Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.
