Begging 
Acts 3:1-8

3:1 Now Peter and John went up together into the temple at the hour of prayer, being the ninth hour.

2 And a certain man lame from his mother's womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms of them that entered into the temple;

3 Who seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple asked an alms.

4 And Peter, fastening his eyes upon him with John, said, Look on us.

5 And he gave heed unto them, expecting to receive something of them.

6 Then Peter said, Silver and gold have I none; but such as I have give I thee: In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise up and walk.

7 And he took him by the right hand, and lifted him up: and immediately his feet and ancle bones received strength.

8 And he leaping up stood, and walked, and entered with them into the temple, walking, and leaping, and praising God.
Lame from birth. Unable by law to enter the temple because of his disability.
Begging was a daily routine.

Begging was all he ever knew. He did not have another plan for his life. 

Then came a man with a strong right arm and the name Jesus Christ.

He is delivered, 

For the first time he is touched by God. What does he do now? Does he go back and start begging again?    NO!  He runs to the temple, walking and leaping and praising GOD. 
I don’t have to beg anymore.

I don’t need to beg anymore.

I don’t want to beg anymore.

Children of Israel were born as slaves.

God delivered them but they never gave up the ways of slaves.

They constantly wished to go back to bondage.
REASONS TO KEEP BEGGING.

1. It worked

2. He had never done anything else

3. It is what everyone expects me to do.

4. too many other people still begging for me to walk, leap, and rejoice. 
Gal 4:8-9

8 Howbeit then, when ye knew not God, ye did service unto them which by nature are no gods.

9 But now, after that ye have known God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye again to the weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be in bondage?

There is a world of influences that will instantly begin trying to bring you right back to the same gate to do the same thing you were doing before Jesus came and delivered you.
You have to be the one who says no, I’m going to the temple to walk and leap and praise God.
