Broken Blessings


We can find everything else in life and lose our souls. It can literally become lost in the shuffle among all the other things which demand our attention.

Jesus tells the parable about the man who said “ I will tear down my barns and build bigger barns….. thou fool, this night thy soul will be required of thee.

Somewhere between he little barn and the big barn he lost sight of eternity. Somewhere between the poverty line and fabulously wealthy he misplaced his soul.

You will lose so much more than you think if you start allowing things to hit the ground now.

MOST THINGS WE LOSE WE LOSE IN FRAGMENTS.
A MAN DOES NOT LOSE HIS SOUL ALL AT ONCE BUT WE DON’T MIND THE FRAGMENTS BEING LOST.

Gather up the half eaten blessings.
There are many blessings that are not complete blessings. (I see men as trees) if you assemble enough fragments you will wind up WITH MORE THAN YOU IMAGINE. AND IF YOU DO NOT YOU STAND TO LOSE MORE THAN YOU IMAGINE.
The disciples still had not eaten. 

He told them to pick up the fragments “so that nothing be lost”. What they lose will be their own.
The FRAGMENT you lose is yours.
He blessed, he brake and he gave. He brakes the blessings. The fragments is where the growth lies.
The partial blessings. The broken miracles, the half eaten grace all goes into the basket. Because the fragment we lose is our own.

They were picking up fragments.

CREATION
Each creative day was a fragment of creation. Creation was not done as an entire loaf. There was one fragment at a time collected until creation was complete.

There is not one fragment of creation that could be left out, if creation is going to work.

We are always seeking the mother load. When that load comes in fragments we must be perceptive enough to recognize that this is what will sustain us.

God’s greatest miracle (creation) was nothing more than assembled fragments.

FRAGMENTS – pick them all up so that nothing be lost.

Pick up every blessing, even if it is half eaten already.

1. Creation came in fragments.
2. Revival often comes in fragments. Gather them up. They are yours.

3. Truth comes in fragments. Line upon line, line upon line, precept upon precept……  

4. Spiritual growth comes in fragments. 2 Peter 1:5-7 And beside this, giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge;

6 And to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness;

7 And to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity.

5. The Body of Christ comes in fragments. 1 Cor 12:12 For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ.

1 Cor 12:27

27 Now ye are the body of Christ, and members in particular.
The sum of the remaining fragments was greater than the unbroken whole.
Blessings breaking in the hands of the master are far greater than remaining whole and unbroken as long as nothing is lost.

The wasted blessings are simply the ones that no one picks up. 




John 6:10-12


10 And Jesus said, Make the men sit down. Now there was much grass in the place. So the men sat down, in number about five thousand.

Luke 12:15-21


15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth.


16 And he spake a parable unto them, saying, The ground of a certain rich man brought forth plentifully:


17 And he thought within himself, saying, What shall I do, because I have no room where to bestow my fruits?


18 And he said, This will I do: I will pull down my barns, and build greater; and there will I bestow all my fruits and my goods.


19 And I will say to my soul, Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years; take thine ease, eat, drink, and be merry.


20 But God said unto him, Thou fool, this night thy soul shall be required of thee: then whose shall those things be, which thou hast provided?
