2 Cor 7:1-11

7:1 Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.

2 Receive us; we have wronged no man, we have corrupted no man, we have defrauded no man.

3 I speak not this to condemn you: for I have said before, that ye are in our hearts to die and live with you.

4 Great is my boldness of speech toward you, great is my glorying of you: I am filled with comfort, I am exceeding joyful in all our tribulation.

5 For, when we were come into Macedonia, our flesh had no rest, but we were troubled on every side; without were fightings, within were fears.

6 Nevertheless God, that comforteth those that are cast down, comforted us by the coming of Titus;

7 And not by his coming only, but by the consolation wherewith he was comforted in you, when he told us your earnest desire, your mourning, your fervent mind toward me; so that I rejoiced the more.

8 For though I made you sorry with a letter, I do not repent, though I did repent: for I perceive that the same epistle hath made you sorry, though it were but for a season.

9 Now I rejoice, not that ye were made sorry, but that ye sorrowed to repentance: for ye were made sorry after a godly manner, that ye might receive damage by us in nothing.  (This sorrow does not do damage to you.)
10 For godly sorrow worketh repentance to salvation not to be repented of: but the sorrow of the world worketh death.
11 For behold this selfsame thing, that ye sorrowed after a godly sort, what carefulness it wrought in you, yea, what clearing of yourselves, yea, what indignation, yea, what fear, yea, what vehement desire, yea, what zeal, yea, what revenge( did every thing you could to make it right)! In all things ye have approved yourselves to be clear in this matter.

The two terms we are going to discuss today are legal terms;
Conviction------------to convict

Condemnation-------to condemn

We are familiar w/ these terms from a legal standpoint and that is really all we need to understand.  BECAUSE this BIBLE is a legal document.
It states the laws and procedures of GOD. And list the prescribed consequences of violating these laws and procedures.

When the LORD said “ I will put my laws in there hearts” this is the covenant that I will make”, THE NEW TESTAMENT.
Heb 8:10

10 For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:


Heb 10:16-23

16 This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;

17 And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more.

18 Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin.

19 Having therefore, brethren, boldness to enter into the holiest by the blood of Jesus,

20 By a new and living way, which he hath consecrated for us, through the veil, that is to say, his flesh;

21 And having an high priest over the house of God;

22 Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.

23 Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that promised;)

This is all legal explanation of Gods laws and procedures.

Conviction / condemnation
These words may sound similar, and we might even get them confused to mean the same thing. They do not.  

The conviction phase of a legal trial as you know is completely separate from the sentencing phase of a trial.

It is in the sentencing phase of the trial in which perpetrators are sentenced to death, or life imprisonment, or fines….ect.. The condemning occurs in the sentencing phase.
His word and his spirit will convict us of the crimes we have committed against God.

BUT he will not condemn us, That sentence of death was already served.

In our legal system, which is believe it or not based on the Old testament law, you cannot be tried, convicted or sentenced for the same crime twice.
If you are baptized into Christ as the bible says, it is not you who is on trial, it is him who is on trial, and he has already been tried convicted and condemned to death.

It just so happens that he rose from the dead. BUT he cannot be tried again.
So this is where we are, when we sin, we are convicted from within and we confess. That sin then is taken from us. The bible says that he is faithful to do this. If you do not believe it works you are in essence stating that he is not faithful. He said he is. 
This sin is given to him and he can not be retried for it.

Rom 8:1-4

:1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.
3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:

4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.

Godly sorrow worketh repentance.

Sorrow of this world works death.

This was “Godly sorrow” said do something…..

“Sorrow of this world” says it’s hopeless, can’t do anything.

***John 5:24*****
24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into Condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.

1 Tim 3:6  Not a novice, lest being lifted up with pride he fall into the condemnation of the devil.

Gal 3:27

27 For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ
Rom 6:4-11

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection:

6 Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

7 For he that is dead is freed from sin.
8 Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him:

9 Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion (jurisdiction over him).
10 For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.

11 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord.

Buried with him in baptism, put on Christ, when you come out of that grave, watery though it may be, you cannot ever be condemned for another crime. 
You are free from the law of sin and death.

There is only one way to truly be free from the law and its penalties. That is to have already been prosecuted-executed and resurrected.

Men and brethren what must we do?

1. plead guilty.

2. be executed, and buried.

3. rise to walk in newness of life.   
Heb 9:25-26

25 Nor yet that he should offer himself often, as the high priest entereth into the holy place every year with blood of others;

26 For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself.

Heb 9:28

28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.

Heb 7:26-27

26 For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sinners, and made higher than the heavens;

27 Who needeth not daily, as those high priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he did once, when he offered up himself.

Heb 10:10

10 By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.
Heb 10:14

14 For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified.

1 Peter 3:18

18 For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit:

1 John 1:8-10


8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.


9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
