The fire and the water

Mark 9:17-29

17 And one of the multitude answered and said, Master, I have brought unto thee my son, which hath a dumb spirit;

18 And wheresoever he taketh him, he teareth him: and he foameth, and gnasheth with his teeth, and pineth away: and I spake to thy disciples that they should cast him out; and they could not.

19 He answereth him, and saith, O faithless generation, how long shall I be with you? how long shall I suffer you? bring him unto me.

20 And they brought him unto him: and when he saw him, straightway the spirit tare him; and he fell on the ground, and wallowed foaming.

21 And he asked his father, How long is it ago since this came unto him? And he said, Of a child.

22 And ofttimes it hath cast him into the fire, and into the waters, to destroy him: but if thou canst do any thing, have compassion on us, and help us.

23 Jesus said unto him, If thou canst believe, all things are possible to him that believeth.

24 And straightway the father of the child cried out, and said with tears, Lord, I believe; help thou mine unbelief.
The desire of the evil spirit was to take this boy out of the environment where he was safe and to place him in an environment which was deadly.

If this spirit could get him into an environment in which others could not reach him, it would be only a matter of moments until the water would strangle him, or the fire would consume him. 
There is a gap in every child’s life. A gap which someone must fill.

That begins when they are very young and we pray that it ends at some point in the future not too far down the line.

The gap of time between where he is right now and the day he comes in contact with JESUS. 

When he meets Jesus and Jesus takes control of his life you know he will be all right.
But between NOW and THEN it befalls you who stand here today to keep him in an  environment that is safe, to keep him exposed to the things which will bring him to Jesus some day.

You do not have the luxury of saying “ I’ll just let him decide” or “I don’t want to push him” you like the man in this story must not allow him to choose the environment in which he will live.

The possibility is that he will never meet Jesus.
