His Preeminence

Col 1:18

18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.

Matt 16:14-18

14 And they said, Some say that thou art John the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias, or one of the prophets.

15 He saith unto them, But whom say ye that I am?
16 And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.

17 And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.

18 And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.
There was a reason why the gates of hell cannot prevail against the church; it is because he is the head of it. And he holds it together. 
Acts 5:33-39

33 When they heard that, they were cut to the heart, and took counsel to slay them.

34 Then stood there up one in the council, a Pharisee, named Gamaliel, a doctor of the law, had in reputation among all the people, and commanded to put the apostles forth a little space;

35 And said unto them, Ye men of Israel, take heed to yourselves what ye intend to do as touching these men.

36 For before these days rose up Theudas, boasting himself to be somebody; to whom a number of men, about four hundred, joined themselves: who was slain; and all, as many as obeyed him, were scattered, and brought to nought.

37 After this man rose up Judas of Galilee in the days of the taxing, and drew away much people after him: he also perished; and all, even as many as obeyed him, were dispersed.

38 And now I say unto you, Refrain from these men, and let them alone: for if this counsel or this work be of men, it will come to nought:

39 But if it be of God, ye cannot overthrow it; lest haply ye be found even to fight against God.

If God is running this thing you had better not oppose it and if God is not running this thing you do not need to oppose it. It will die on it’s own. 
Luke 12:13-15

13 And one of the company said unto him, Master, speak to my brother, that he divide the inheritance with me.

14 And he said unto him, Man, who made me a judge or a divider over you?

15 And he said unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a man's life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth.

I don’t go sticking my nose in on things that are none of my business.
If I was named as the executor of this will then I would do something here but my name is not on the document anywhere. Things were handled in the drawing up of these documents.

This is very indicative of our attitudes often. We leave Jesus completely out of the equation until something seems unfair to us. Then we want to call him in to make everything right.

But he will hold together things over which he has preeminence.

If we make our business his business, we will prosper

1.   If you need help in your marriage. Quit fighting for your rights and what you think you should have. Give him preeminence . Make him executor of your marriage.
2.     If you need help in your finances. Don’t think that you can cut him out of all the decision making in your life then call on him to fix it when it goes wrong…….Name him as executor of your finances,  GIVE HIM PREEMINENCE make him first.

He will hold together the things over which he is given preeminence.

3.       Our church will hold together if we will always give him preeminence. Make him the Chief executive officer of this church.
Rom 8:28

28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose.

If his purpose is your purpose, he has preeminence and he will work things together for good.
It is all about who is first in our lives.  

Matt 7:24-27

24 Therefore whosoever heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them, I will liken him unto a wise man, which built his house upon a rock:

25 And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell not: for it was founded upon a rock.

26 And every one that heareth these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, which built his house upon the sand:

27 And the rain descended, and the floods came, and the winds blew, and beat upon that house; and it fell: and great was the fall of it.

The position that Jesus holds in our lives is the single factor that determines whether we hold together or fall apart.
