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Matt 15:22-28

And, behold, a woman of Canaan came out of the same coasts, and cried unto him, saying, Have mercy on me, O Lord, thou Son of David; my daughter is grievously vexed with a devil.

23 But he answered her not a word. And his disciples came and besought him, saying, Send her away; for she crieth after us.

24 But he answered and said, I am not sent but unto the lost sheep of the house of Israel.

25 Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me.

26 But he answered and said, It is not meet to take the children's bread, and to cast it to dogs.

27 And she said, Truth, Lord: yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters' table.

28 Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O woman, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt. And her daughter was made whole from that very hour.

Matt 8:5-13

5 And when Jesus was entered into Capernaum, there came unto him a centurion, beseeching him,

6 And saying, Lord, my servant lieth at home sick of the palsy, grievously tormented.

7 And Jesus saith unto him, I will come and heal him.

8 The centurion answered and said, Lord, I am not worthy that thou shouldest come under my roof: but speak the word only, and my servant shall be healed.

9 For I am a man under authority, having soldiers under me: and I say to this man, Go, and he goeth; and to another, Come, and he cometh; and to my servant, Do this, and he doeth it.

10 When Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in Israel.

11And I say unto you, That many shall come from the east and west, and shall sit down with Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of heaven.

12 But the children of the kingdom shall be cast out into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

13 And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as thou hast believed, so be it done unto thee. And his servant was healed in the selfsame hour.

To my recollection there were only two times in the scriptures where Jesus commended someone’s faith. We just read them both.

BOTH WERE GENTILES. Both were outsiders. Neither of them were asking for the whole loaf, they were both asking for crumbs

Our text spoke of a woman with a serious need in her family. 

She was a gentile (a woman of Canaan). 

Jesus said no, I am come to the house of Israel, and you do not take what belongs to the children and give it to the dogs. RIGHT? 

 She then said that is right, but some times as you are serving the children, a little piece of the loaf casually falls to the floor. Andd that is really what I am asking for here.

This is the deal when it comes to crumbs. 

Say you were baking a cake, you put in some flour, you mix in a little milk, you stir it up with a little baking soda, a little douse of vanilla extract, throw a stick or two of butter up in there, a pinch of salt, …….. and you make a cake or a loaf of bread and one little crumb of the entire loaf falls to the floor, a chemist can take that little crumb and determine exactly what is in the loaf. The truth is that everything that is in that cake is present in that crumb. 

Jesus was saying, “this is amazing, the children sit at the table with the whole cake and can not find it in there hearts to believe and this person is persuaded that I can make it on crumbs. 

As Israel sat at the table with the entire covenant, with all the promises, with all the miracles, with all the power of God at their disposal and could not believe. These few people believed and knew that in one crumb resided a trace of every promise, every miracle, and their faith would add the substance, for “faith is the substance of things….”    
Jesus said I never see that kind of faith in Israel.

APPLICATION; 
People sit in church and say, if that preacher preaches a house of fire, if that chorale sings my song, if those singers crank out the anointing I will jump in there and get with it. 

We have sat here at the table so long, we wouldn’t know a good sermon if it kissed us on the lips, we wouldn’t recognize the anointing if it kicked us in the backside. 

We need someone who hasn’t sat at the table so long they lost their appetite to come in here, and taste and see that the Lord the LORD IS GOOD.   

 We need some hungry people who may not get everythingthey want but who recognize the chemistry of  the CRUMB. 

THE CRUMBS ARE FALLING THIS MOURNING. 

Some will see this as the covenant , as the anointing, some will get up and walk away from the table, dis-interested, unsatisfied.
