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Matt 24:6-13

6 And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet.

7 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places.

8 All these are the beginning of sorrows.

9 Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's sake.

10 And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another.

11 And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many.

12 And because iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold.

13 But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved.
More than anything else this passage teaches that that endurance is part of salvation. It is a necessary part of salvation.

The things you endure in this life are most often not obstacles to salvation but rather part in parcel of the same
Solomon made this concept clear;

Eccl 9:11

11 I returned, and saw under the sun, that the race is not to the swift, nor the battle to the strong, neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to men of understanding, nor yet favour to men of skill; but time and chance happeneth to them all

WHO CAN STAND HIS GREAT ANGER

Ps 76:7

7 Thou, even thou, art to be feared: and who may stand in thy sight when once thou art angry?
Ps 90:11

11 Who knoweth the power of thine anger? even according to thy fear, so is thy wrath.

Isa 5:25

25 Therefore is the anger of the LORD kindled against his people, and he hath stretched forth his hand against them, and hath smitten them: and the hills did tremble, and their carcases were torn in the midst of the streets. For all this his anger is not turned away, but his hand is stretched out still.

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Lk 8 The parable of the sewer. In the short run there is no difference in the three types of ground. Then cares , riches ,temptations ect….We are defined by what endures in our lives.
