Naaman took the command of the prophet as a personal insult.

He considered it a slight to his homeland, as if to say our rivers are not as good as your rivers. 

That was not the intent of the command. Elisha’s command was not a judgment on any other nation or body of water.

We must be careful not to take the commandments of God as offences, they were never intended to be.

His commandments are all about the leprosy.

We must not wear our feelings on our sleeves, God is not trying to knock the chip off our shoulder but he also will not go out of his way not to.

John the Baptist didn’t go looking to insult people but if they came to him wanting a piece of the action, he would tell them plainly.

Christ was much the same way as were all the prophets. 

As were all the Apostles.

Millions have been offended and insulted by the instructions given by God, because they take every thing so personal.

For instance, …repentance if I were to preach repentance this mourning .invariably there would be those who are offended because I was “passing judgment on their life.

The truth is that he has called all men everywhere to repent.

Do it every time you pray.
