THE ONE THING YOU KNOW

John 9:1-25
And as Jesus passed by, he saw a man which was blind from his birth.

2 And his disciples asked him, saying, Master, who did sin, this man, or his parents, that he was born blind?

3 Jesus answered, Neither hath this man sinned, nor his parents: but that the works of God should be made manifest in him.

4 I must work the works of him that sent me, while it is day: the night cometh, when no man can work.

5 As long as I am in the world, I am the light of the world.

6 When he had thus spoken, he spat on the ground, and made clay of the spittle, and he anointed the eyes of the blind man with the clay,

7 And said unto him, Go, wash in the pool of Siloam, (which is by interpretation, Sent.) He went his way therefore, and washed, and came seeing.

8 The neighbours therefore, and they which before had seen him that he was blind, said, Is not this he that sat and begged?

9 Some said, This is he: others said, He is like him: but he said, I am he.

10 Therefore said they unto him, How were thine eyes opened?

11 He answered and said, A man that is called Jesus made clay, and anointed mine eyes, and said unto me, Go to the pool of Siloam, and wash: and I went and washed, and I received sight.

12 Then said they unto him, Where is he? He said, I know not.

13 They brought to the Pharisees him that aforetime was blind.

14 And it was the sabbath day when Jesus made the clay, and opened his eyes.

15 Then again the Pharisees also asked him how he had received his sight. He said unto them, He put clay upon mine eyes, and I washed, and do see.

16 Therefore said some of the Pharisees, This man is not of God, because he keepeth not the sabbath day. Others said, How can a man that is a sinner do such miracles? And there was a division among them.

17 They say unto the blind man again, What sayest thou of him, that he hath opened thine eyes? He said, He is a prophet.

18 But the Jews did not believe concerning him, that he had been blind, and received his sight, until they called the parents of him that had received his sight.

19 And they asked them, saying, Is this your son, who ye say was born blind? how then doth he now see?

20 His parents answered them and said, We know that this is our son, and that he was born blind:

21 But by what means he now seeth, we know not; or who hath opened his eyes, we know not: he is of age; ask him: he shall speak for himself.

22 These words spake his parents, because they feared the Jews: for the Jews had agreed already, that if any man did confess that he was Christ, he should be put out of the synagogue.

23 Therefore said his parents, He is of age; ask him.

24 Then again called they the man that was blind, and said unto him, Give God the praise: we know that this man is a sinner.

25 He answered and said, Whether he be a sinner or no, I know not: one thing I know, that, whereas I was blind, now I see.

You have heard of the people we call the “haves”, then you have the ones we call the “have-nots.” That is exactly what we have in this story. 

You have the Pharisees the “haves” who have all the power, all the influence, all the education, all the recognition, all the wealth, all the luxuries.  

Then you have the blind man, a man with no power, no education, having never seen, it is certain that he was illiterate, recognized only as an object of pity.  He was a beggar at the very bottom of the economic food chain.

HE WAS A “HAVE NOT” he basically had nothing. He lived with his parents. But on this day he got something.

And you would know it the “haves” line up in an attempt to ruin it for him.  

One of the most despicable things about the horrible sin of king David was illustrated in Nathan’s story. The fact that the poor man only had one thing and the rich man came and took it from him. This of course illustrated to David that he was the “have who took every thing from the “have not” ..
I feel a lot like one of the “haves" sometimes.
Sometimes I feel like the “have not”

It still comes down to one thing. I am one thing away from being a suicide statistic.   
I  cannot give up on the one thing I have, the one thing I know.

I may never…..

I may not be….

But one thing I know, I cant let anybody take the one thing I know.

I cannot let all the things I do not have take the one thing I do.

If you get discouraged and give up on Jesus you just really gave up the only thing you really have.
