THEY WERE FISHERS
Mark 1:14-16

14 Now after that John was put in prison, Jesus came into Galilee, preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God,

15 And saying, The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand: repent ye, and believe the gospel.

16 Now as he walked by the sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and Andrew his brother casting a net into the sea: for they were fishers.

The difference between a good fisherman and a not so good fisherman;

Is not their boat

Is not their lure

Is not there equipment
The successful fishermen have learned their way around in a world they cannot see with there eyes.
They know it exists because they can feel it pulling on the line.

Even the best fisherman sees that marine world only by what he sees come from it and by what that world feels like as he probes into it.  It is kind of like seeing through a glass darkly.

They have pulled a few things up out of that invisible world so they are certain it exists.

They do not judge that world by how this world looks.

Someone who does not really know how to fish will choose his fishing spot by looking at what they can see in the world above the water. THEY FAIL!!

There may have been a strategic reason why Jesus chose people whose profession was fishing to be his closest friends and disciples.

A fisherman makes his living operating in a world which he cannot see. 

He is accustomed to dropping nets into the invisible world directly below him and retrieving its treasure.

They already believed and depended on a world that they could not see. 

All Jesus had to do was to convert that world from the marine world they operated in to the celestial world he wanted them to operate in. But the principle was already at work in their minds. 

Col 1:16

16 For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:

2 Cor 4:18

18 While we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen: for the things which are seen are temporal; but the things which are not seen are eternal.

WALK BY FAITH NOT BY SIGHT.

We must learn to live our lives and adapt to the world that we sense here rather than the world we see out there.

If you live your life according to this world and its’ customs you cannot have peace. 

But if you learn to build your life upon the elements of the unseen spiritual world only then can you hope to know the eternal things.

Heb 11:24-27

24 By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter;

25 Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;

26 Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompence of the reward.

27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.

HOPE

must come from the invisible world.

Rom 8:24-25

24 For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope: for what a man seeth, why doth he yet hope for?

25 But if we hope for that we see not, then do we with patience wait for it.

POWER

Must come from invisible world

John 19:10-11

10 Then saith Pilate unto him, Speakest thou not unto me? knowest thou not that I have power to crucify thee, and have power to release thee?

11 Jesus answered, Thou couldest have no power at all against me, except it were given thee from above: therefore he that delivered me unto thee hath the greater sin.

James 4:13-15

13 Go to now, ye that say, To day or to morrow we will go into such a city, and continue there a year, and buy and sell, and get gain:

14 Whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little time, and then vanisheth away.

15 For that ye ought to say, If the Lord will, we shall live, and do this, or that.

LOVE
Must come from the unseen world

1 John 4:7-8

7 Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God.

8 He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.

IN FACT ;

James 1:17

 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.
