The Resurrection

Introduction:

This is a subject on which all other doctrines depend. 
The apostle Paul proclaims that without the resurrection even the crucifixion means nothing. (Christ is dead in vein).

The resurrection is the only thing that can truly make you happy. (if in this life only I have hope in Christ, I am of all men most miserable)
Somebody will ask you “how are t he dead raised up and what kind of body will they have?”. This is the question which the apostle Paul anticipated would be asked of a church who believed in the resurrection by a city who did not believe in the resurrection. 

The apostle goes on in the fifteenth chapter of 1Corinthians and gives a pretty complete answer. This is among the most exciting subjects in the entire Bible. This subject is also very important.  It is important that we understand. 

We need to understand how it happens, why it happens, how to prepare for it, etc….  
The resurrection is the hope of the Church. Without it our preaching is in vain. Without it your faith is in vain. Without it we would be of all men most miserable.

You should not only believe in it, you should be excited about it. That is the purpose of this study. We should have an “eager expectation” of this event.  
THE REDEMPTION OF THE BODY
Rom 8:18-24

18 I consider that our present sufferings are not worth comparing with the glory that will be revealed in us. 
19 The creation waits in eager expectation for the sons of God to be revealed. 
20 For the creation was subjected to frustration, not by its own choice, but by the will of the one who subjected it, in hope 
21 that the creation itself will be liberated from its bondage to decay and brought into the glorious freedom of the children of God. 

22 We know that the whole creation has been groaning as in the pains of childbirth right up to the present time. 
23 Not only so, but we ourselves, who have the firstfruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly as we wait eagerly for our adoption as sons, the redemption of our bodies. 

24 For in this hope we were saved.   (from New International Version)

We wait eagerly for the redemption of our bodies. Those who have truly been filled with his spirit await the adoption, to wit the redemption of our bodies.
I.  WHO WAS “US”



Is there a contradiction in verses 26 and 27?

Vs. 26 “US”  “OUR”………plural

Vs. 27 “HE” “HIS” ……….singular
Who is the “us” in vs. 26  ?

Whoever it is they must share in the image of GOD. Because the image that man was ultimately formed in was “HIS IMAGE”?; only one image.

How do we reconcile these two verses ?

Was God talking to himself?

Was he talking to the angels?

Was the first person in the Trinity talking to the other two persons in the Trinity ?

Allow the scriptures to interpret themselves.

First let’s think about the image of God and the image of man.

Adam had something at his forming that his creator did not have. ..What was it?_______  _______________! 

John 4:24

24 God is a__________: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

Luke 24:39

39 Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a ___________hath not _________and __________, as ye see me have.

1 Tim 1:17

 Now unto the King eternal, immortal,_____________, the only wise God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.

GOD, the creator was all these things; a spirit without flesh and bone, invisible.

Adam, the created was very much flesh and bone. He was very much visible.

Whoever the individual or individuals were to whom he was speaking in verse 26 must necessarily have the physical, anatomical image in which Adam was created.

So we have reached two conclusions strictly from these two verses.

1. Whoever it was had to be the image of God.

2. Whoever it was had to have a body.

Adams creation was of spiritual image and also physical figure.
The spiritual image belonged to the invisible God.
The physical image belonged to the Son of God, made of a woman. Gal 4:4 
Rom 5:14

14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of ___________ transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come.

This is not an uncommon phenomenon in scripture. We must understand the nature of prophecy.
II THE NATURE OF PROPHECY
We are the only ones who have trouble with timelines. He lives outside of time….  “I AM” 
Adam was the figure of someone not yet in existence.

Prophetic anticipation is a well established principle of scripture in which God, unbound by time and itinerary, speaks without regard to time. He speaks present and past tense of things not yet done. This is necessary to understand if you have any hope of understanding the scripture at large.

SEE ACTS 8:26-35   

This is the tone of Gen. 1: 26 (speaking of those things that be not as though they were.) 
The image in which Adam was created was the dual image, spiritual, eternal, invisible as well as physical and visible.

The complete image of GOD.

III.   WHAT HAPPENEDTO “US”?
 HE SINNED 
Mortality (death) was the penalty.

The invisible image of God died in humanity that day. We have been left with only the physical image, our own dying bodies, an ego and a mere five senses.
The remaining 1500 pages of your bible is the story of God attempting to restore man to the complete image God; both physical and spiritual. “US” again!


The only reason we need salvation is because we are dying. Each and every one of us is dying, consequently, redemption should be of interest to us all.

All men are now born mortal. Even Jesus was mortal; He died. Jesus, however, overcame mortality in that He was resurrected from the dead.

Rev.1:18 

Proclaimed his immortality.

Jesus regained the invisible spiritual image which Adam lost.

He reunited the dual image of God.

He reunited the “US” of Gen 1: 26 by means of His resurrection.

To this day there has only been two men who have ever experienced this immortal state. 

These two are mentioned in 1 Cor. 15:45

Adam lost this immortal quality, now “he only hath immortality” (1 Tim 6:16)  

  

This passage speaks of the dual image which man must recapture in order to  once again be in the complete and immortal image of GOD. 
There must be a “reunion” of the “US” in Gen. 1:26 in order for us to once again become the perfect and immortal race God designed us to be.
When sin entered the human race the spiritual image of man died and he became reduced to a mere ego and five senses. Our visible image has survived, however the invisible, spiritual image has departed. We became mortal.  

              

What do we currently know about this immortal, resurrected state?
Almost nothing.

1 John 3:2

2 Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not _____  __________ what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be _________   _______; for we shall see him as he is.

The two men who have born this dual image teach us very little about this condition.

What can we learn from these two examples?

First Adam- We know very little about him before the fall.
The last Adam- after his resurrection. 
The following writing, (1 Cor. 15 12-58),  is the greatest body of teaching in the entire word of God concerning the resurrection of the dead.
We will examine these verses closely, they are among the most amazing and exciting words ever written. My words are in red.
              

1 Cor 15:12-58

12 Now if Christ be preached that he rose from the dead, how say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead? The Corinthians were divided as to whether or not there would be a resurrection of the dead.
13 But if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is Christ not risen:

14 And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your ________ is also _________. Paul was stating clearly here that without the resurrection that faith is useless, the resurrection was referred to as “the end of our faith” in other words the place our faith is taking us to and if you take that away faith has no function in our lives.
15 Yea, and we are found false witnesses of God; because we have testified of God that he raised up Christ: whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead rise not.

16 For if the dead rise not, then is not Christ raised: Christ’s resurrection was evidence that there is a RESURRECTION. 
17 And if Christ be not raised, your _________  ____  _______; ye are yet in your sins.

18 Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished.

19 If in this life only we have hope_____  __________t, we are of all men most miserable.Our faith in the resurrection is the only thing that offers us any hope or joy in this life, even Christ himself does not offer us hope outside of the resurrection.
20 But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the _______________ of them that slept. Once it is established that Christ arose, there is hope for us because it is established that the resurrection does indeed exist.
21 For since by man (Adam) came death, by man(Jesus Christ) came also the _____________________ of the ___________.

22 For as in _________ all die, even so in ____________ shall all be made alive.

23 But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward they that are Christ's(those who belong to Christ) _____  ______  ____________.

24 Then cometh the end, when he shall have delivered up the kingdom to God, even the Father; when he shall have put down all rule and all authority and power.

25 For he must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet.

26 The last enemy that shall be destroyed is ____________.

27 For he hath put all things under his feet. But when he saith, all things are put under him, it is manifest that he is excepted, which did put all things under him.

28 And when all things shall be subdued unto him, then shall the Son also himself be subject unto him that put all things under him, that God may be all in all.

29 Else what shall they do which are baptized for the dead, if the dead rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the dead? Paul was not sanctioning the doctrine of proxy baptism here, he was merely illustrating that those who do this obviously believe in the resurrection as well.
30 And why stand we in jeopardy every hour? Why am I risking my neck if there is no resurrection.
31 I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily.

32 If after the manner of men I have fought with beasts at Ephesus, what advantageth it me, if the dead rise not? let us eat and drink; for to morrow we die. The resurrection gives everything else meaning.
33 Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners. This knowledge of the resurrection effects your behavior, when you listen to those who do not believe it effects your behavior.
34 Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame. Sin is much less forbidden if you have nothing to lose.
35 But some man will say, How are the dead raised up? and with what body do they come? This is the key question, if you can understand you can believe.
36 Thou fool, that which thou sowest is not quickened, except it________:

37 And that which thou sowest, thou sowest not that __________ that __________  ____, but bare grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some other grain:

38 But God giveth it a _________ as it hath pleased him, and to every seed his own ________.

39 All flesh is not the same flesh: but there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of beasts, another of fishes, and another of birds. The word “kind” is in reference to Gen. chapter one, in which it states that all life would reproduce after its “kind”. So RELAX you will not come back as a chicken.
40 There are also celestial bodies, and bodies terrestrial: but the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another. We are terrestrial bodies, (humans) we will not come back as celestial bodies (Angels)
41 There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars: for one star differeth from another star in glory. We are not going to be clones, cookie cutter creatures, there will be variety and diversity among us.
42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown in ____________; it is ______________ in ____________________:

43 It is sown in ___________; it is __________ in __________: it is sown in ________________; it is __________ in _______________:

44 It is sown___  _____________  _______; it is raised ____  _________________  _______. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body.

Spiritual body think about that a moment. We live in a world where the flesh (body) wars against the spirit.
Gal 5:16-17

16 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.

17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.

45 And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a_______________  _____________..

46 Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual. We are first born in the visible image of  the “US” we later are “BORN AGAIN” given the earnest of the spirit, the first taste of the invisible image. “us” 
47 The first man(first born) is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven.

48 As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly.
John 3:3-7

3 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?

5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

7 Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

49 And as we have borne the image of the earthy (The visible, physical), we shall also bear the image of the heavenly (invisible, spiritual) .

50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood(the physical alone)  cannot inherit the kingdom of God (no matter how good it is or how disciplined it is); neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.

51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be _________________,

52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised _____________________, and we shall be changed.

53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must _______  _____ immortality.

54 So when this corruptible shall have _________  _____ incorruption, and this mortal shall have _______  ____ immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written,
 Death is swallowed up in victory.
55 O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?

56 The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law.

57 But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

58 Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not ______  __________in the Lord.


We will be like his “glorious body”

This is the body the first Adam possessed prior to his fall.

This is the body the last Adam possessed after he arose.

These two are the only two studies in immortality we have. Let’s study them.

“THERE IS A NATURAL BODY AND THERE IS A SPIRITUAL BODY”
A.    What we know about Adam prior to his sin and subsequent fall is very limited. We know that he walked with the “VOICE” of God in the cool of the day. We know that his intellectual capacity was enormous, The cataloging of all the creatures etc… 

A spiritual body is what is promised to the children of God. This is a contradiction of terms in our present state. The body or the flesh lusts and wars against the spirit, and the spirit against the body or the flesh. The resurrection of the dead marks the moment when the body and spirit harmonize to produce a body which operates as a spirit and a spirit which operates as a body.

B.  There are some clues as to the nature of Jesus after his resurrection. 

   John 20:19-21

19 Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.

20 And when he had so said, he shewed unto them his hands and his side. Then were the disciples glad, when they saw the Lord.

21 Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send I you.

Luke 24:36-41

36 And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you.

37 But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit.

38 And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts?

39 Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have.

40 And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet.

41 And while they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said unto them, Have ye here any meat?
The same body that bears scars and enjoys eating can also move with the unencumbered nature of a spirit.
THERE IS A SPIRITUAL BODY. 

It is the reward for every one of God’s children. We shall be like him.
