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Acts 2:36-38

36 Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ.

37 Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do?
38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.
Peter here implicated them in the world’s most unjust crime.

The crucifixion of Christ was simply the most unjust, cruel, unfair travesty of justice ever perpetrated. 

It is no doubt the most hideous crime ever committed. 

There was so much dishonesty, they lied, they misrepresented, and the scripture states that they “SOUGHT FALSE WITNESSES AGAINST HIM.” 
They purposely looked for anyone who would tell an incriminating lie against the healer, the feeder of the hungry, the gentle Galilean 

They knew they were misrepresenting his words when they accused him of wanting to destroy the temple.

John 2:19

19 Jesus answered and said unto them, Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up.

This statement was the only shabby shred of evidence brought against him the night of his trial. It was so obviously contrived and misleading.

This trial was conduct in the middle of the night beneath the cover of darkness, shielding them from the scrutiny of any fair minded person. 

They cried out for the murder of the most innocent man who ever lived.

A murderer named Barrabus was offered to appease their cowardly bloodlust. 

It was an act of cowardice and bloodlust, betrayal and treachery unlike anything else ever perpetrated.

By the time their thirst for his blood was quenched the Romans had beaten him at the behest of these people to whom Peter was speaking, until the scripture states that his visage (facial profile) was more mangled than any other man EVER. 

The brutality of this lynching was so horrifying that it surpassed anything the Romans had ever done before. 

That is saying something. The Romans were the most sadistic twisted inflictors of pain the world has ever known; their sensitivities were hardened. This was the same society that built the coliseum where for entertainment they were amused by the brutal killing of thousands of human beings and animals.

This savage lynching was characterized by Peter in the book of acts this way;

Acts 4:26-27

26 The kings of the earth stood up, and the rulers were gathered together against the Lord, and against his Christ.

27 For of a truth against thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and the people of Israel, were gathered together,

It is safe to say that my sin is small by comparison.

You can always take this comfort that no matter what selfish and sinful things you have ever done, they do not compare with the beastly acts of this sorry night of hellish torture inflicted on the best man who ever walked.

In Acts 2:36 peter fingered them, in no uncertain terms, he implicated them personally in the the worst sin ever committed. 

ALL Israel know this for sure, you did this, we know it. He knows it.
