John in a trance, under the influence of the spirit of GOD saw as GOD pulled back the curtain and showed him the culmination of this LOOKED FOR PROMISE.  And he left, for the coming church ages, this stunning vision so that we would not forget. 
Rev 21:1-5 1 And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. 2 And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. 3 And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God. 4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.

Peter said everything here will be dissolved, and everything would be new.  John declared a new heaven and a new earth, and no trace of all the OLD stuff that cause such pain now. 

There is a thread that trails all the way from the original promise, through the reminder of Peter, to the final emblazoned image of John.  
In the original promise made by Isaiah he states that the “former shall not come into mind.”  I do not believe that this means that our memory will be erased. 
Isa 65:17 For see, I am creating new heavens and a new earth-so wonderful that no one will even think about the old ones anymore. TLB

PAUL said it this way;

Rom 8:18 For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us. 19 For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God.
Yet a huge portion of the teaching and preaching and liturgy and belief in the church has flied in the face of what Isaiah, Peter, Paul, and John taught us.  

We talk about heaven, we talk about glory, as something that will happen so that we can understand our pain.  It seems that is the whole goal for us to get there, so we can understand.  

When I was a kid, a lot of singing alluded to this.  We sang songs like “farther along”  or  “we will understand it better by and by”.

Vs 1
Trials dark on every hand and we cannot understand all the ways that God will lead us to that blessed promised land, but he’ll guide us with his eye and we’ll follow till we die and we’ll understand it better by and by.

Vs.2
We are often destitute of the things that life demands, want of shelter and of food ,thirsty hills and barren lands, but we’re trusting in the Lord and according to his word we’ll understand it better by and by.

Vs.3
Temptations, hidden snares often take us unawares, and our hearts are made to bleedfor each thoughtless word or deed and we wander why the test when we’ve tried to do our best, but we’ll understand it better by and by.

Chorus;

By and by, when the mourning comes, when all the saints of God are gathered home. We will tell the story of how we’ve overcome and we’ll understand it better by and by.

If your goal is to get an explanation for what appears to be the inequities in this life, I think you may have the wrong thing in mind.
