Gen 22:1-5

22:1 And it came to pass after these things, that God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, Abraham: and he said, Behold, here I am.

2 And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.

3 And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt offering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which God had told him.

4 Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off.

5 And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you,

This was just between God and Abraham.

Matt 26:36-39

36 Then cometh Jesus with them unto a place called Gethsemane, and saith unto the disciples, Sit ye here, while I go and pray yonder.
37 And he took with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and began to be sorrowful and very heavy.

38 Then saith he unto them, My soul is exceeding sorrowful, even unto death: tarry ye here, and watch with me.

39 And he went a little further, and fell on his face, and prayed, saying, O my Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me: nevertheless not as I will, but as thou wilt.

Num 23:13-15

13 And Balak said unto him, Come, I pray thee, with me unto another place, from whence thou mayest see them: thou shalt see but the utmost part of them, and shalt not see them all: and curse me them from thence.

14 And he brought him into the field of Zophim, to the top of Pisgah, and built seven altars, and offered a bullock and a ram on every altar.

15 And he said unto Balak, Stand here by thy burnt offering, while I meet the LORD yonder.
Their must be a time in your life where you leave everything else behind and go to a place with just you and GOD. 

This is a place where you can voice your thoughts and feelings. This is a place that no-one can go with you. 
You have to leave everybody else behind and settle your differences with GOD.
* Jn.4  Woman at the well, it was just her and Jesus. Jesus allowed her to disagree. He even argued with her a little bit. He talked to her about her terrible life situation, 

as far as I know she was the first person he ever told that he was the Messiah. She then dropped her waterpot and ran into the city and told everybody to come and see the man who told me all these things about myself.
*  Ex. 3 moses was on the back side of the desert when God met him in a burning bush.  Moses voiced his disagreement with God, but ultimately obeyed.

* Moses had to leave his people and climb mt. Horeb. There he was given the first written words from God to man. So Moses comes back down the mountain with the 10 commandments which stated thou shalt have no other gods before me, which stated that you are not to make any graven image and found the people with graven images worshipping falsely. He broke the tables of stone out of anger. The irony is that the very thing that would correct the people was destroyed because of the people.

Moses had to go up again and get alone with God again in order to get these difference settled and to receive the word again from God.
What I am saying is this; The word that God gave to Moses when they were alone, was the casualty of his coming down to the people. We must learn how to hold on to what God gives to us in those times, even when we have to get back to this wretched world.
What he gives us in those times is what the world needs and many times we allow people to cause us to destroy the very thing they need most.

* Elijah was alone in the cave when he heard the still small voice.
We will have a different altar call this mourning and I would like for everyone to participate in it. 

We are going to come to the altar this mourning but nobody is going to pray with you. Jesus is going to pray with you. It will just be you and Jesus this mourning, you can tell him anything you want to tell him today. 
In the midst of this crowd you can still go yonder, to the mountain, to the cave, to the backside of the desert,    to the well and get alone with God.
