For the ones who have fallen on hard times. For the tattered and the torn. Those who have been forgotten. For the ones that have run out of second chances, burnt every bridge, and hit rock bottom… You are never too dirty, never too deep, never too far, to find hope, find relief, find redemption.

Big idea: God is a god of second chances, redemption.

Want People to Feel: hope, grace, positive about future

Audience/Target: those not walking in faith and grace, everyone who is thinking about what is the trajectory of my life?

Graphic: a person coming out of the water (or the use of water)
Video Teaser: footage of the person coming out of water/wet (think Shawshank Redemption cover)

Video Bumper: Different stories of people

Part 1 – Interview with Catherine Rohr

Catherine lead Defy Ventures, an entrepreneurial training program that helps ex-cons to start their own companies. She has helped start over 80 businesses. The stories are some of the best turn-around stories in America. Men convicted of murder, armed robbery, selling drugs, who now are business owners, great husbands and dads, and in many cases have become followers of Jesus Christ. Not only will Catherine be here, but so will some of the student-entrepreneurs that are in the program. We will tell some of their stories as well. It’s going to be a powerful weekend and set the tone for the entire series. 

Part 2 – Murder on the Nile

Exodus 2:11-25
Moses kills a man. Most people forget that our first introduction to Moses in the Bible is the story of him killing an Egyptian. In fear for his own life, he then goes on the run. A strange beginning for the guy who God ends up using to lead a nation and define what it means to live by faith. 
Part 3 - "Guilty by Neglect" • Rod preaching
1 Samuel 2:12-36
Eli is blind to the injustice done by his sons. So many of our mistakes happen not because we choose to rebel but rather we choose to do nothing in the face of injustice. 
Notes: God uses what happens to do a redeeming work in the community/Israel and raising up of Samuel. Our second chances are not always personalized redemption but community. Kids die, Eli experiences God’s grace and has to let go of his failure and release them to God.
Part 4 – “I Never Knew Him” • Rod preaching
John 18:15-18, 25-27, John 21:15-19
Peter Denies Jesus. This mistake is colossal given that Peter is the “rock” of the future church. There’s a great tie-in with the “Feed my sheep” which seems to be the redemptive moment.
