· Braided Cord
To symbolize the mixing of their lives together Glen & Pamela will create a braided cord. (start braiding)
Marriage is more than 2 people.  You join in union with each other and with God.

Ecclesiastes 4:9-12

9 Two people are better off than one, for they can help each other succeed. 10 If one person falls, the other can reach out and help. But someone who falls alone is in real trouble. 11 Likewise, two people lying close together can keep each other warm. But how can one be warm alone? 12 A person standing alone can be attacked and defeated, but two can stand back-to-back and conquer. Three are even better, for a triple-braided cord is not easily broken.
· The Black strand represents the groom as he stands in the strength of the marriage through Christ.

· The Pink strand represents the bride as she is stands in honor & purity in Christ.

· The White strand represents God Himself who is intertwined within you both.

Each strand stands for the others.  Each strand strengthens the others.  No strand is by itself.

· Message

What a perfect day for a wedding! Weddings are beautiful.  And this one… you have outdone yourself. You look perfect. The setting is perfect. The music is just right. In a few moments you are going to say these perfect words in your vows to each other.   Everyone is here to celebrate your union together as man & wife.

This is the perfect wedding.

But I have to tell you…  While this may be the perfect wedding ceremony.. there are no perfect people. There are no perfect marriages.

Everyday won’t be like today.  And thank God, right!?

Living every day like it is your wedding day would be unsustainable.  We don’t have the time and energy to always look flawless. We won’t always have the right poetic words to say.  Every time we see each other there will not be flowers and music playing. Can you imagine trying to afford a Wedding Ceremony lifestyle every day? Who could afford that..?

We are standing in perfect wedding conditions right now… But marriages are lived out in not so perfect conditions.

The word perfect is often misunderstood. We know that “Perfect” can mean to be without fault or error. But Perfect also means to Be complete… to not lack anything.
Glen & Pamela you are not called to have a perfect… mistake free relationship.  You are called by God to have a COMPLETE RELATIONSHIP.  As Jesus said in Mark 10 “these 2 will become one flesh. So they are no longer two, but one COMPLETE flesh.”  One complete union and one complete life.

Life will not always be easy. Scary things happen in life.  Trips to the ER when your kids almost kill themselves. …Times where we worry about money.  …Bad doctor reports. …Times when circumstance takes unexpected turns.  …Times filled with a fear that grabs hold of your heart.

1 John 4:18 perfect love drives out fear…

There are no perfect people. No perfect marriages.  But there is a Perfect Love.  A love that is complete, not lacking anything.  This kind of love drives fear out of your life.
